without rentals. Based on VSDA’s July 2005 estimate that adult sales and rentals account for just 2 percent of "
the whole $24.3 billion DVD pie, adult DVD sales and rentals combined for 2005 would have been just $486
million. When feeling generous, Ford will fudge his numbers enough to estimate that the industry earns, at the
very most, $1.33 billion in DVD sales and rentals annually—less than the worldwide box office gross of James
Cameron's "Titanic." “There’s no way it’s twice that,” Ford says.

These estimates of course don’t account for the elephant in the Web: Internet porn. It's nearly impossible to
get any reliable data on how much people are making online, but anecdotal evidence suggests that it's much
less than the $2.8 billion business AVN makes it out to be. The adult industry is suffering from the same
pirating woes that have increasingly been bedeviling the recording industry. “When I was younger, you found
your dad’s Playboy; but at least your dad paid for that Playboy,” says Allan MacDonell, who recently recapped
his 20 years working for Larry Flynt’s Hustler empire in his memoir, “Prisoner of X.” "Now you’ve got Google
